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We've had an incredible year!

FY 94-95 revenues totalled $35,822,659 which is an all-time record high, resulting in a 36% increase over the previous
year.

The Phoenix Film Office’s success in attracting the film and tape industry is due to the team efforts of the dedicated,
enthusiastic and knowiedgable staff.

There is one caveat in projecting next year’s revenues. While the City of Phoenix will enjoy tremendous gains in revenues
from the 1996 Super Bow/l, film production is likely to decline due to the lack of hotel accommodations and access to
certain locations. '
